What will I learn?  

1.1 Read, study and understand texts
Students will read, study and understand an extended text and a selection of short stories and/or poems. You will be required to write an essay based on your analysis of the text studied in class. 

Assessment information: Essay of approximately 300 words.  External examination. Practice examination questions in Terms 2 and 3.
1.2 View, listen to, study and show an understanding of visual texts 
You will view a film in class and develop your ability to show understanding of specified aspects of the film and discuss visual and verbal techniques. 
Assessment information: Essay of approximately 300 words.  External examination. Practice examination questions in Term 3.

1.3 Show an understanding of unfamiliar texts
There will be ongoing tasks throughout the year developing your skills in finding information and interpreting unfamiliar written texts.  

Assessment information: Short answers to questions based on unfamiliar texts.  External examination. Practice examination questions in Terms 2 and 3.
1.4 Creative Writing

You will draft, re-work and present writing that expresses imaginative and creative ideas, is organised using an appropriate format and structure, and uses acceptable spelling, punctuation and grammar. 

Assessment information: Internal assessment.  350 word assessment to be completed in class under teacher supervision in Term 3.
1.5 Formal writing

You will draft, re-work and present a piece of formal writing that expresses ideas, information and/or opinions.  The writing will be organised using an appropriate format and structure and use acceptable spelling, punctuation and grammar.
Assessment information: Internal assessment.  350 word assessment to be completed in class under teacher supervision in Term 1.
1.6 Deliver a speech
You will prepare and deliver a speech of at least three minutes to the class and teacher. You will develop the ability to communicate ideas on a topic, structure content and language appropriate to audience and purpose and speak clearly using voice, eye contact and body language techniques. Assessment information: Internal assessment.  Three minute speech to be drafted and presented in class under teacher supervision in Term 1.

ENGLISH DEPARTMENT POLICY ON LATE ASSESSMENTS
Homework

Initially teachers will impose their own consequences for students who fail to submit work on time, such as detain the student at interval, lunchtime or after school. If a student fails to complete such a consequence they will be placed on English department detention. If submitting homework late becomes a habit the parents will be informed and this may also be recorded on the student’s report. This applies to students at all levels across the school.

Assessments

Junior Students

Students who submit assessment work late, without a suitable written explanation from a parent/guardian or a medical certificate, will receive an English department detention and if the work is very overdue their grade will be affected. A letter can also be sent home to parents.

Senior Students

Assessment work for an NCEA internal standard that is submitted late fails the standard and is awarded a Not Achieved. The exception is if a medical certificate is provided upon the student’s return to school. In this instance the teacher and student will arrange a suitable time for the student to catch up on class time allocated to completing the internal standard.

English Department Policy on Authenticating Student Work

Work submitted by students must be their own.

Assignment Work

· Teachers sign copies of drafts before the final piece of work is submitted.

· Draft work to be submitted with the final product.

· Students should acknowledge all resources used in a bibliography.

· Where a final performance produces results that raise suspicion in a teacher's mind, a 'call-back' may be used where the student is asked to do any or all of:



-
Repeating the performance.



-
Describing the processes followed, for example, describe the website visited 


and the information gathered (or repeat steps taken under observation).



-
Providing evidence that they did carry out a particular process, for example, 


confirmation from a local resident that they were interviewed.

As well, students are required to assert that the work submitted is their own and completed without inappropriate help from others.

Cheating

If there is a question about authenticity then the class teacher must show the suspect work to the Head of Department.  The student may be asked to offer proof of authenticity (drafts etc).  Students suspected of having offered inappropriate help to their peers will also be interviewed.  If the proof/explanation is not acceptable to the Head of Department a penalty will be imposed and parents will be contacted.
Where the Head of Department judges that cheating has occurred the student will gain zero for that item of work.  Further penalties may be imposed by Senior Management.  The seriousness of the penalty will be dependent on the seriousness of the cheating.

Students are reminded that the use of tutors is permissible to assist in their learning.  It is, however, inappropriate to use a tutor to:

· Complete, in any part or way, an assessment task.

· Write or assist in the preparation of any resource notes to be used in an "in-class" assessment.

When proven, this assistance may result in the recording of a "zero" for the assessment and no further assessment opportunity for that CAT/internal assessment shall be given.
